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PROCESSES

academic and other administration of the college. The Administrative Officer is responsible for
the office administration. The Director, Administrative Officer, Placement Officer, Librarian,
Computer Staff, Director of Physical Education report to the Principal. The Director and

H.O.D are responsible for the efficient academic functioning of the MCA Department.

NATURE AND EXTENT OF INVOLVEMENT OF FACULTY AND STUDENTS IN
ACADEMIC AFFAIRS/ IMPROVEMENTS

The college is affiliated to the Bharathiar University and the course curriculum including syllabi
and the method of assessment are designed and prescribed by the university. The teaching and
coverage of the prescribed syllabi for various subjects of study are meticulously planned and
executed. Students are divided into small groups and adopted for special care by individual
staffs.  The unit coverage are planned and informed to the students in the calendar and
completion details are recorded in the work diaries maintained by the staff. Guest lectures and
special lectures by the experts are arranged by the faculty. Similarly industrial visits to expand
the knowledge base of the students are organized by the faculty and students. The faculty
members take special efforts to organize programmes for improving the communication skills
and soft skills of the students and also motivate and encourage them to improve their
performance in group discussions and presentation of papers in the seminars. Both faculty and
students play a major role along with Placement Officer in the placement activities of the
college. In addition to the above, the faculty members whole heartedly involve themselves to
give counseling in improving the performance of the students in the university examinations.
Faculty Development Programmes is a regular feature of the College. The staff members have to
compulsorily undergo a 30 day Faculty Development Programme every year, conducted by the
college itself, by utilizing the service, of external experts.

Under Autonomy the faculty members are actively involved in curriculum design
separate boards of studies have been constituted with external experts. All the faculty members
are members of the board of studies.



MECHANISM / NORMS & PROCEDURE FOR DEMOCRATIC / GOOD
GOVERNANCE

The Management and Principal play the key roles for good governance of the institution.

The Management of the college takes policy decisions with the guidance of Advisory
Committee relating to the growth and development of the institution and the same are
communicated to the Principal by the Secretary for proper planning and effective
implementation.

The Principal in consultation with the Secretary of the college, Director and the senior
faculty members prepares the procedures and the norms to be followed for the policy
decisions of the Management.

The faculty requirements are submitted to the Principal through the Director and head of the
respective departments based on the department workload and the Principal in turn gets the
approval from the management through the Secretary to fill up the vacancies. The
recruitments are made after advertisement in the news papers, interviewing the selected
applicants by the selection committee headed by Expert member and final selection of the
candidates for appointments to the posts.

The admissions of students to various courses are made following the reservation policy
prescribed by the Government of Tamilnadu and based on the norms and guidelines of the
Bharathiar University.

The attendance of students is given the due importance and the students are periodically
monitored on their attendance. The attendance records are maintained in the central data
base in the server. The attendance particulars and the marks scored in the college
examinations by the students are communicated to the parents every month and suitable
remedial steps are taken through the faculty members.

The Principal seeks the guidance of the Director and Head of the Departments relating to the
issues and problems of the students.

All non-academic issues of the institution relating to the maintenance of the infrastructural
facilities of the college are taken care of by the Administrative Officer under the directions of
the Principal.
